Care for Local Family

Until he got sick, the father had been watching the kids at home.  The father is still in the hospital, although he is making progress.  The mother’s job is the family income.  Their insurance is through her employer.  The mother must keep her job.  

The mother’s work schedule is:

Monday       8:30-7:30

Tuesday      8:30-5:00

Wednesday 8:30-4:00

Thursday     8:30-4:00

Friday         8:30-5:00

Her commute time is significant, so add an hour earlier and an hour later to get an idea on the time the children need supervision/help.

Although the oldest (age 13) does what he can, this is a lot of responsibility for someone so young.  The needs for supervision and care of the children are significant.  (The supervision needs will dramatically decrease when school starts.)
At this time, Trinity is taking the following actions:

► The 4 oldest children are enrolled at a summer recreation program only 1 mile from their house.  Details: 

· Cost is $150/wk for all 4 children: Please donate to this expense! Trinity is attempting to cover this cost for the family.  You can contact Polly R for more info on the recreation program(field trips, special needs, etc)

· Transportation is needed FROM the Rec Center TO their home in the evenings. (The pastor and secretary are able to do this in the mornings)
· If you feel so called, I’m sure a dinner for the family (5 children, 1 adult) would be greatly appreciated.

► The youngest child is not old enough for the summer program, so Trinity is looking for volunteers to help entertain/care for him during the weekdays. (The week of July 19-July23 is covered.)
